 The Flower Bin opened for 

business in the spring of 1971. At that 

time they supplied Longmont with 

bedding plants and vegetables only. 

     By 1973 the greenhouse  had 

expanded to 5,000 sq feet.  This  tri-

pled their greenhouse area to 1,500 sq 

feet devoted to foliage and flowering 

house plants.  The remaining 3,500 sq 

feet was devoted to seasonal crops.  At 

that time they proudly displayed 500 

hanging baskets.  Don and Lee  

Weakland were assisted  by their three 

oldest sons.  So grew the idea of a 

family owned business. 

 What you now  know as the gift 

area  was constructed in 1997.  The 

expansion of the annual house and  the 

rebuilding of the rose house occurred 

in  2000.   At this time The  Flower 

Bin had grown out of greenhouse 

space and found it necessary to expand 

by adding a growing range near Platte-

ville. 

 It is visible that the store is  

family owned and operated. You may 

see Don and Lee making sure every-

thing is in order.  Mike, the oldest son,  

is busy in the nursery.  Darren, the 

youngest, has just arrived with a load 

of plants from the growing range.

 Here at The Flower Bin, 

our job is to help you be as  

successful as possible in your 

garden.  Here are a few hints to 

help you out. 

Containers:  

¶ Use a well drained potting soil.  

¶ Check water daily (twice a day when it gets 

hot).   

¶ Fertilize regularly-every 2 weeks with Ferti-

lome Water Soluble 20-20-20. 

Annuals in the ground: 

¶ Soil, prep-dig in 2-3ò of compost to the exist-

ing soil. 

¶ Fertilize with  Fertilome Gardener Special  

fertilizer when you plant. 

¶ Mulch to keep the weeds down. 

¶ Check water daily. 

Vegetables 

¶ Soil preparation is key.  Dig 3ò of compost 

into your existing soil. 

¶ Fertilize when you plant with a good source of 

phosphate.  I use Peace of Mind Steamed 

Bone Meal. 

¶ Water regularly. 

¶ Feed again approximately July 1.
